Description
This is an excellent course for students who want to learn a variety of tools used to publish websites to the Internet. Students will learn the basics of using HTML code, the creation of vector-based animations utilizing Macromedia Flash and the development of comprehensive websites utilizing Macromedia Dreamweaver.  In addition, students will learn how to use art web development tools such as Adobe Photoshop.  This course features hands-on website development. The Internet will be used, as a primary resource for class assignments, with additional emphasis on utilizing effective research skills.
Students will develop competency in use of the Internet, including critical comparison of web sites, web site development, connectivity, E-mail use and etiquette, use of Newsgroups, legal issues, and multimedia files. The goal of the class is that each student will create his/her own page and publish it to the web.   Requires signed Internet Use Form and parental consent to publish page to the Internet.
